Licensing requirements

A food processing license is not required
for “raw” honey. NOTE: If honey is
heated to 160°F to inhibit crystallization, a
food processing license is required.

A food processing license is not required
for sales of maple syrup under $5000 per
licensing year, unless it is sold for resale.

A Dane County Farmers’ Market Vendor or
DATCP Mobile Retail license is not
required at the Farmers’ Market.
